
The Chocolate Trivia Quiz

Introduction: Willy Wonka, chocolatier and world traveler, discovered that the Oompa-Loompas from Loompaland loved cocoa beans. Therefore, they were more than willing to come and work in his factory in exchange for their favorite food. This is not as unusual as it seems as cocoa beans have been used as currency throughout the history of chocolate. 
Time Required: 15-20minutes

Grade Level: 4-6
Objectives:
· The student will use logic, pre-knowledge, and the process of elimination to determine the word that matches a statement. 

Materials:

· Activity sheet- The Chocolate Trivia Quiz
· Writing tools
Procedure:

1. Introduce the lesson by asking the students if they like chocolate candy, cakes, and ice cream. Inform then that the author Roald Dahl is the creator of the well-known fictional character, Willy Wonka. Roald Dahl as such a lover of chocolate he wanted his readers to enjoy a fantasy about a man who ran a candy factory containing amazing chocolate treats.
2. Explain that chocolate, made using cocoa beans, has been around for hundreds of years. Tell the students they will now participate in an activity in which they will use their deductive reasoning skill as well as their knowledge to determine what they know about chocolate.
3. Distribute the activity sheets and writing tools. Students may work independently or in pairs. 
4. Check for accuracy. Answers: 1.J, 2.H. 3.I, 4. A, 5.L, 6.C, 7.G, 8.D, 9.K, 10.F, 11.B, 12.E. 
5. Encourage the students to share any other interesting facts about chocolate. 
Enrichment Activity- 

Challenge students to select one of the words in the word box, conduct research on it, and create five trivia questions concerning the topic. Encourage them to quiz their classmates on the unusual and interesting information they discovered.
