WONKA: Movie Magic and Economics 

Sweet Treats 

Pick a Project Enrichment Lesson 
Introduction:  Roald Dahl loved candy. In fact, while attending boarding school he and his classmates were taste-testers for Cadbury’s Chocolates. This delicious experience left a lasting impression. 
Suggested Grade Levels: 3–6

Time Allocation: 30-40 minutes (Unfinished projects may be completed outside of class.) 
Materials:

· Book- Charlie and the Chocolate Factory by Roald Dahl and Wonka by Sibéal Pounder (Based on the screenplay by Simon Farnaby & Paul King)
· Visual-Sweet Treats
· Activity- Pick a Project
· Dictionaries

· Notebook paper, writing tools, poster paper, markers and crayons
Objectives:

· The student will create a short project and use various reference tools to conduct research. 
· The student will use findings in a literary text to support a creative writing project. 
· The student will use guide words to decide where the new word would be found in a dictionary.
· The student will contrast and compare plot devices in literary works. 

Procedure: 

1. Introduce the lesson by telling the students that they will have an opportunity to select a project based on the candy treats in the book Charlie and the Chocolate Factory by Roald Dahl and Wonka by Sibéal Pounder. 
2. Display the visual and ask the students if they are familiar with any of the listed candies. Explain that the main list is based on the candies developed by the fictional Willy Wonka. However, the book became so popular that a real-life company, Nestlé, makes and sells Willy Wonka brand candies. Note: The information on the visual should be assessable to the students for the entire lesson. 
3. Distribute the activity sheets and review the choices with the students. It is to be noted that the instructor may assign multiple activity choices for a more diverse lesson.

4. Tell the students that they may select any activity. They are to reference the book Charlie and the Chocolate Factory and Wonka by Sibéal Pounder for details concerning the candies. Explain that the chapter titles in both books are very descriptive and will help them find needed information. 

5. Inform the students that they should be prepared to share their completed work with the class.

#6. Potery –Select one of Willy Wonka’s fictional sweet treats. Write and acrostic poem based on its characteristics (In an acrostic poem the first letter of a selected word is the beginning of each line of the poem.)
