Student Directions:
· Look over the two sheets: one containing the word problems and other containing the dots.
· Carefully solve each math problem. Show your work on a separate piece of paper
· Locate the answers to the math problems on the connect-the-dots picture. Each answer will be next to a dot.
· Start by finding the dot with the answer to the first math problem.
· Then, find the dot with the answer to the second math problem, and draw a line segment connecting the two dots.
· Continue connecting the dots in the order of the answers to the math problems (third answer to fourth answer, and so on).
· Once you have connected all the dots, you should see a picture!

	A store offers a 20% discount on a $50 pair of	shoes. How much will the shoes cost after the discount?

	A video game costs $35 at store #1 and $40 at store #2. If you have a coupon for 10% off at store #2, which store offers the better price?

	You want to buy a book that costs $15. You have a gift card for
$8. How much more money do you need?

	A store is having a "buy one, get one 50% off" sale. If a shirt costs $20, how much will two shirts cost?

	You put $200 into a savings account that earns 5% simple interest per year. How much interest will you earn in one year?

	If you spend $12 per month on a streaming service, how much do you spend in a year?

	Liam gets $15 a week for allowance. He wants to buy a skateboard that costs $135. If he saves all his allowance, how many weeks will it take him?

	15
	Maya earns $60 weekly from babysitting. She saves 30% of it. How much does she save each week?

	16
	A school club has a budget of $120 for snacks. They want to buy chips that cost $4 per bag and drinks that cost $2 per bottle. If they buy 15 bags of chips, how many bottles of drinks can they buy?

	If you save $8 every week, how much will you have saved after 10 weeks?

	You want to save $300 in a year. How much do you need to save each month?
